Working with the Tenant Protection Unit - October 8, 2013 10:00am – 1:00pm
In 2011 Governor Cuomo authorized the creation of the Tenant Protection Unit within DHCR to improve enforcement of NYS rent regulation laws. Many tenants and advocates are unsure of the TPU’s full authority and have significant questions about it the initiative. Join this session to learn more about how the TPUs functions and strategize with fellow participants on how to leverage the resources and authority of the TPU to better protect tenants.

The session will discuss HPD’s new First Look program which has been successfully used to help overleveraged distressed properties. Participants will also have an opportunity to strategize with other organizers on previously identified troubled or suspicious buildings or portfolios and share research, organizing and advocacy approaches.
